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Strategic Forum welcomes announcement of Chief Construction Adviser

"I warmly welcome this announcement. Not only does it confirm the
Government's commitment to the post of Chief Construction Advisor, but the
basis proposed for the appointment - guaranteeing both independence and
continuity - will, | believe, make it possible to attract high calibre applicants
from the industry. Our aim is for the Chief Construction Adviser to be as
influential as the government’s Chief Scientific Adviser has been".

The SFfC are pleased that the timescales will see an appointment before the
end of the year.
